Non-Conventional Oil & Gas Industry Confederation
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Energy is the pillar for national economy development. Along with the arrival of the continued and rapid economic growth of China and low carbon times, rational development and utilization of non-conventional oil and gas resources is of extreme importance. Non-conventional oil and gas resources means the oil and gas resources that cannot be explored and developed in normal methods and by normal technical means and, the resources generally includes tight sad gas, tight oil, oil sand, oil shale, shale gas, coal-bed methane, and inflammable ice, etc.  In June 2013, National Development and Reform Commission issued <<Notice on Adjusting Natural Gas Price (Fa Gai Jia Ge [2013] No. 1246)>>, and the rise of natural gas price has allayed the cost pressure of the exploration and development of non-conventional natural gas, has made a big stride towards market, and has accelerated the exploration and development of the upstream natural gas resources.  However, due to the issues that have long been existing in the fields of exploration and development of oil and gas in the process of industrial development, such as long time isolation, obstacles posed by the systems, and incomplete environmental protection and supervision system, the industrial chain shall be improved gradually in future.  With the globalization and diffusion and transfer of technologies, China shall be able to grasp the opportunity brought by “Shale Gas Revolution”.

From naming shale gas as an independent mineral type to multi-times` tendering from whole society for bidders for shale gas projects to subsidizing shale gas and to promoting standardization for shale gas industry, Chinese government has tried to push forward a shale gas revolution in China. According to <<The Twelfth-Five Year Plan on Shale Gas>>, by year 2015, the shale gas output in China shall reach 6.5 billion cubic meters; and by year 2020, China will endeavor to push the output to be something between 60 billion – 100 billion cubic meters.  By the current progress, the development of shale gas in China is facing certain challenges such as the limited geological knowledge about the shale gas reserve in China and the relevant development technologies; the uncertainty about the investment return on shale gas under the situation dominated by the state oil company; absence of infrastructure and service in shale gas development industrial chain; and the issues concerning land and environment, etc. Issues like how to fast-track the shale gas development through effective competition and by building positive investment mode shall be discussed heatedly in this summit.

The 2013 Summit for Non-Conventional Oil & Gas Cooperation Partners shall be held around the theme “Together, Promote the Industry” and shall aim to promote integration of the businesses in each of the steps of the industrial chain, grasp opportunity, face challenge, accelerate the development process of non-conventional oil and gas commercialization in China, strengthen the exchange both domestic and abroad, conduct in-depth discussions on the frontier, practical, and hot issues such as how to establish financing modes, etc.; share operation and management experience obtained from the current projects in China; enhance the exploration, development and utilization of shale gas in China; and further promote market-oriented industrial development.
